Trustees Report

Spring Workday, April 23

The Trustees would like to acknowledge the special
efforts of Boy Scout Troop 40 and its leadership, John
Lopez and Steve Messenger and others, in less than
desirable conditions.

They gave us a special effort in cleaning up around the
Youth House, their storage facility, and removal of the
compost bins to make room for the new church
garden.

Other Happenings:

The unhealthy willow tree in the area of the
church garden was removed as it shaded the
refugee and church gardens and created a huge
mess after each windy day.

Three plum trees were removed by Forest
Management on the east side of the church
entrance to eliminate the continuous sidewalk
cleanup required by dropped fruit. Forest
Management also trimmed dead growth out of
the pine tree and the tree on the west side of
the Youth House to provide clearance to the
basketball hoop installed by Elvin Ballance and
to minimize shade on the refugee garden
behind the Youth House.

Two new columnar oak trees were planted by
Cloverdale Nursery between the pine tree and
the church where two of the plum trees had
been.

Eldon Carlson will still be able to harvest plums
from the one remaining tree on the east side
and the trees on the west side of the church
for the First Fruits garden cart.

Other tasks include trimming of the ash tree on
the west side of the church sign to allow it to
be more visible, collecting dog waste, trimming
the rose bushes near the office, and placing the
material from the compost bins into the
church dumpsters.
